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Q: What is the Infant CPR Anytime Kit?

A: The American Heart Association’s updated Infant CPR Anytime Training Kit contains everything
needed to learn the lifesaving skills of infant CPR, choking relief, and injury prevention in about 30
minutes from the comfort of home, work, or in a large community setting.

Q: Is an AHA Instructor or facilitator needed to conduct training using the Infant CPR

A: No, CPR Anytime kits are designed to be self-facilitated. However, it is possible to conduct a

facilitator-led course. Facilitators can be anyone who wishes to help pass on lifesaving CPR
skills. As a facilitator-led course, Infant CPR Anytime extends the availability of and

access to training, so that more people can learn CPR and use their skills to act quickly in an
emergency.
